Resolution ResDip(2006)9
on the award of the European Diploma of Protected Areas 
to the Gran Paradiso National Park (Italy)

(Adopted by the Committee of Ministers on 27 September 2006

at the 974th meeting of the Ministers’ Deputies)

The Committee of Ministers, under the terms of Article 15.a of the Statute of the Council of Europe, 

Having regard to Resolution (65) 6 on the European Diploma for certain protected landscapes, reserves and natural features, as amended by Resolution (98) 29 on the Regulations for the European Diploma of Protected Areas;

Having regard to the proposals of the Committee for the Activities of the Council of Europe in the field of Biological and Landscape Diversity (CO-DBP);

Taking into consideration the expert’s report presented at the meeting of the Group of Specialists on the European Diploma of Protected Areas (PE-S-DE(2006)5) on 23 and 24 January 2006;

Having noted the agreement of the Government of Italy;

After deliberation, 

Solemnly awards the European Diploma of Protected Areas to the Gran Paradiso national park on grounds of the diversity and well conserved state of its ecosystems, its role in saving and studying the ibex, its good integration of tourism and farming activities and its key location within the large transfrontier protected alpine area that it forms with the Vanoise National Park and the Mont Avic Nature Park;

Places the aforesaid area under the patronage of the Council of Europe until 27 September 2011;
Attaches the following condition to the award:

1.
The park management plan, which is currently being drawn up, must be completed by the end of 2007 or before the first renewal at the latest and implemented as soon as possible. 

Attaches the following recommendations to the award:

1.
Ensure that funding is chiefly provided by the state and the regions and provinces, with minimal use of own resources;

2.
Create a post of deputy director to enable the director to deal with essential tasks, especially in strategic terms;

3.
Continue to strengthen co-operation with the municipalities, while upholding the requirements for the protection of natural and landscape assets;

4.
Pursue efforts to reduce and channel tourist pressure in the few areas where it is intense, as in the Nivolet;

5.
Extend continuous monitoring to other groups of species in order to cover the main part of the park’s biological diversity;

6.

Continue to develop information and educational activities;

7.
Reactivate the steering committee of the co-operation agreement between the Vanoise and Gran Paradiso National Parks.
